Event Details 
Updated on August 5, 2010 (Subject to change) 

 
T ime and Location 
Celebrity Poker Reception begins at 5:45pm.  During the reception, players are to sign-in and 
receive seat assignments in the Kalispel Ballroom at Northern Quest Resort.  Participants are to 
be seated at 6:55pm, with the first hand dealt at 7:00pm. 

 
Cost 
The entry fee for the Poker Tournament will be $250 for the first 100 paid entries that pay in 
advance of the event.  If there are still spots remaining on the day of the tournament, the cost will 
be $300 at the door.  This entry fee will include one seat at a Celebrity Poker Table as well as 
two tickets to the pre-tournament reception.  No more than 30 celebrities, including current NBA 
players, former Gonzaga University players, and sponsors will be admitted for free.  The buy-in 
shall purchase a player $10,000 in chips. These chips have no monetary value.  
 
Rebuys 
Paid participants may rebuy into the tournament as many times as they desire if they have lost all 
their chips before the first hand of the sixth blind level is dealt. Each rebuy will cost $100 and 
will be worth $5,000 in chips.  Every participant, whether celebrity or paid participant, may 
purchase unlimited buy-ins thereafter for $100, as long as they have lost all of their chips and the 
new chips are purchased before the first hand of the sixth blind level is dealt.  Participants will 
also be able to purchase add-ons at the first two breaks.  Add-ons will cost $150 and will be 
worth $10,000 in chips. 
 
Rules 
The Northern Quest Casino Celebrity Poker Tournament will be a no-limit event with blinds 
increasing every fifteen minutes. With each buy-in a player will receive $5,000 in play chips. 
Chip colors and values will be as follows:

Vanilla     $500 
Green $1,000 
Yellow $5,000
