
SUNS ANNOUNCE DICKAU ADDED TO TRAINING 
CAMP ROSTER 

 
PHOENIX – Dan Dickau has been added to The Phoenix Suns 2009 training camp roster.  Dickau 
will join the team as they hold training camp on the campus of the University of San Diego from 
Sept. 29-Oct. 4. 
 
Following a season playing overseas, Dickau is looking to get back to the NBA.  He could be looked 
at as a good insurance policy in case Suns backup point guard Goran Dragic’s knee injury proves to 
be worse than originally thought. 

"This summer, I was just going to be as patient as I could," Dickau said following after playing 
pickup games with the Suns. "There were other European teams that showed interest and wanted to 
make an offer. I told them I want to be as patient as I can, knowing there probably wasn’t going to 
be a guaranteed deal. But if I was patient, maybe there’d be a good opportunity to go to camp with a 
team. If you play well, you never know what happens."  

Phoenix’s up-tempo system fits well with Dan’s ability to shoot the ball and find open players on 
the court.  It is similar to the style he played with under Mark Few at Gonzaga. 

"The style that Phoenix played the last few years and wants to get back to with Coach Gentry is 
something that would fit me very well," Dickau said. "So you go about your business, try to be 
yourself and play hard and approach it like you’re going to be on the team because that’s the way 
you have to do it. After this last year, bouncing around, I just want to put my best foot forward 
because there are 29 other teams but I’d love for it to work out here."
